Liam was play-

ing a typically solid role as keeper while Ben created opportunities for his teammates. Eltham 

finally broke through with a goal from a fast break and then in a blink of an eye a powerful long 

shot took the Redbacks to a 1-2 lead at halftime.  

The second half started at a frantic pace and Eltham seemed to be capitalising on the fresher 

legs that their regular bench rotations were giving their players. Nunawading's intensity dropped 

off a little bit and we could not convert some genuine chances before Eltham managed to break 

through again to take the score to 1 -3.
